Executive PRIORITY / Participator "P" Voting Focus - JTC1 Sub Committee Listing

· Nigel raised concern about the quantity of Sub Committee Lists identified for ballot/voting given the small size of Committee at this time
· Gladstone also agreed with Nigel & the Executive in attendance at this time, agreed to reduce the current list of 11 Sub Committees to a manageable 4 until we are able to attract/increase the Committee's involvement & participation

New Terms of Reference (TOR) agreed by the Executive

· The Executive agreed to create 4 Working Groups for the 4 Mirror Sub Committees that has been agreed to
· Gladstone to create 4 Threads/Pages on the Web Site to mirror the 4 Mirror Sub Committees that has been agreed to
· 4 Working Group Leads to be assigned to each of the 4 Working Groups with responsibility as follows:
· Leads to be voted & agreed at the next Committee Meeting on Thurs Jan 15
· Receive various documents from each sub committee of ISO
· Get feedback from the respective Working Groups to drive a Vote or Position of "Yes" or "No" or "Abstain"
· Feedback Mechanism - Either by on-line web site blog discussions &/or meetings as may be deemed necessary
· Provide a recommendation to be made for a respective standard
· If there are No objections to a particular recommendation, the vote would be considered a "Yes"
· Any "No" Vote must be accompanied by a reason for same
· Ballot / Voting Process - Gladstone or Ajani will be responsible for the final Ballot / Vote to ISO
· The new TOR is to be drafted by the Executive Committee

· PCs / Laptops Standard

· Government National ICT Agenda e.g.
· Government Backbone Network for WAN Connectivity by the various Ministries
