MATTERS ARISING

ISO Membership Status, P vs. O - Communication with ISO

· Feedback & Update from ISO
· In response to BSJ's letter/update to ISO, ISO sent an email response to BSO on Dec 12, 2008 to advise that a change in P Membership Status cannot be done/accepted for some sub committees (i.e. only the 4 that we were requesting) but all sub committees
· ISO further indicated that our Voting Record in JTC-1 was low & inactive in all areas DIS & FDIS…That our Member Body has a relatively important rate of failure in voting of 22%
· Only P Membership Votes count for votes on International Standards e.g. Open XML vs. a position as an Academic stance/perspective
· ISO Decision put to us - Keep P Membership Status but requirement to maintain voting record or downgrade to O Membership Status - Gladstone confirmed that once we downgrade to an O Status it takes about 1 Year to re-apply to a P Membership Status 
· Options put forward by the Executive
· Option 1 - Follow Voting Position of Key Technology Industry Leaders namely US, UK, Japan to keep voting record & P Membership Status
· Option 2 - 4 Working Groups to focus attention, deliberate & vote on the 4 Mirror Sub Committees agreed to
· Immediate Next Steps
· Ajani to make a final request to ISO to apply for P Status in only 4 Sub Committee under JTC-1 - Ajani to update the Executive on their response
